1. Welcome
a. The meeting was called to order at 12:36 p.m. by PM Carissa Bowers.

i. Board Member Davies made a motion to approve excused absences of Board Members B. Hankins and J. Contreras.  The motion to approve excused absences was seconded by Board Member Marr.  All members present were in favor, none opposed and the motion was carried.

a. Update on CAPC activities
i. Community Grant Applications

1. There were no Community Grant applications to take action on at the time of the meeting.

ii. Community Baby Shower – March 19, 2015

1. PM Bowers reported that plans for the Community Baby Shower are in full effect.  An article was published in the Colusa Sun Herald featuring the event. 9. Board Member Updates & Announcements 

a. Board Member Krouse-Taylor reported that Casa de Esperanza is implementing a Restoration Railroad program and a “train the trainers” portion on Human Trafficking.

b. Board Member Dennis reported that the Office of Child Abuse Prevention funding portion is being drafted and that the Systems Improvement Plan has extended from every three years to every five years.

c. Board Member Davies reported that she attended the First Five Conference for Commissioners and that the large focus of the event was on System Change and Policy Development.  It was reported that the Maternal and Child Adolescent Health Department from Public Health will be heading in the same direction, looking for county-wide outcomes and that it would be a good idea for CAPC to start looking into developing some strategic planning.  PM Bowers will look into Systems Change and this item will be added to our Agenda as a standing item.

d. Board Member Marr reported that Colusa County has lost funding to provide Planned Parenthood services and Sexual Education classes in the high schools county wide.  Funding for services are available up until July 1, 2015.  Beyond that time, services can be rendered on an as needed basis, but funding for programs will no longer be available.
